What Do These All Mean?
Anchor Charts:  These are charts/posters that are hung on the walls of the classroom to assist students in their learning. Students can refer to these charts when they need to know how to complete a task as these charts act as “reference charts”.
Differentiated Instruction:  This is a teaching practice where the various needs of learners is taken into consideration.  For example, when working on a science activity – some students might be able to write about their learning while others are more comfortable talking about their learning.  The same expectations are being assessed.  The way in which a student shows that that he or she has grasped a concept might be different. 
Guided Reading: In Guided Reading, students work with their teacher in a small group so that the teacher can focus on an aspect of reading that the group finds challenging. Students are grouped according to their needs.  A typical Guided Reading lesson is about 20 minutes in length.

Level One:  A “level one” is a mark assigned to a student’s work.  In this case, what the student produced falls significantly short of what is expected from him/her at his/her particular grade level.  A “D” is a Level One.

Level Two:   A “level two” is a mark assigned to a student’s work.  In this case, what the student produces falls somewhat short of what is expected from him/her at his/her particular grade level.  A “C” is a Level Two.

Level Three:  A “level three” is a mark assigned to a student’s work.  In this case, the student produces work that is exactly what is expected from him/her at his/her particular grade level.  A “B” is a Level Three.

Level Four:  A “level four” is a mark assigned to a student’s work.  In this case, what the student produces goes beyond what is expected from him/her at his/her particular grade level.  Level Four work shows thinking that is at a higher level.  An “A” is a Level Four.

Literature Circles:  This is a practice used by teachers in a classroom during reading.  Literature Circles are similar to “book clubs”.  Students are grouped together and have an opportunity to discuss a book that they are reading. It allows time for the sharing of ideas.  

Making Connections:  This is a reading strategy taught in class.  It teaches students to draw upon their background knowledge and experiences so that they can better understand a text. It forces students to use their own thinking when discussing what they are reading. 
Manipulatives: These are “hands on” tools to help students get a better understanding of math concepts.  For example, counters might be used to help students visualize addition and subtraction problems. 
Modeled Reading:  In modeled reading, the teacher demonstrates (or models) how a particular reading strategy or skill can be used so effectively so that a student can get a better understanding of a text. 

Moderation:  Moderation is the process by which student work is assessed. A group of teachers will get together and discuss student work. This getting together allows teachers to set common expectations so that assessment is more consistent from grade to grade and teacher to teacher. Some teachers have started “student moderation” which enables groups of students to get together and discuss the work of their peers.

Performance Walls:  These are bulletin boards in the classroom which display student work with teacher feedback.  These bulletin boards help students who need reminders about what is expected form them when working on a particular assignment. In some cases, they are referred to as “bump it up” walls.  This is because these walls are designed to help students “bump up” the quality of their work. 
Rubric:  A rubric is a chart posted in a classroom which shows students what a level one, two, three, or four piece of work would look like.  Students are encouraged to use the rubric as a way to see what they need to do to move up to another level. 

Schema:  This is the background knowledge that a student has before he or she tackles a task (usually in reading).  The idea behind this is that if a student comes to a reading passage with some prior knowledge, he or she will understand the text much better. 

Shared Reading:  In a shared reading lesson, a teacher works with the class at practising a reading skill strategy together.  
Success Criteria:  These are a list of things needed to produce a particular piece of work.  Often times teachers will work with students to determine what things need to be put on this list.  In many cases, the success criteria are referred to as the “ingredients” needed for a particular task. 

T.L.C.P.:  The Teacher Learning Critical Pathway is a teaching cycle.  Teachers work at the start of the cycle to see what students need.  They work with other teachers to see how they can help students get to where they need to be. At the end of the cycle, teachers reflect on the learning that took place.  Did their students make the necessary gains?  If not, what needs to be tweaked so that students can move forward in their learning?

Three Part Lesson in Math: This is a math lesson that involves three parts.  The first part is a mini lesson taught by the teacher.  The students are then presented with a problem that needs to be solved. Students work with other students to solve this problem.  The final part of the lesson involves students sharing their solutions to the class. Quite often, students will find different ways of solving the same problem.  Working together allows students to discover things on their own. When this sort of discovery takes place, learning is much more effective.
