EMPLOYEE/VOLUNTEER TUBERCULOSIS SCREENING REQUIREMENTS

To ensure that staff working in Long Term Care Homes have an accurate baseline for Tuberculosis surveillance, it is the Policy of our Lodge, based on a requirement in the Long-Term Care Homes Act, that all employees are required to be screened for Tuberculosis (TB). 

TB screening documentation needed is as follows:

· For employees whose TB skin testing status is unknown: A baseline two-step TB skin test, with the result measured in millimetres of induration, is necessary. (A two-step test requires four visits. First visit- initial test in forearm. Return to have test read in 48-72 hours. Seven to twenty-one (7-21) days later the second test is done in the opposite forearm. Return in 48-72 hours to have it read.)
· For employees who can provide a properly documented two-step TB test in millimetres of induration: A one-step TB skin test is required on hiring. 

· For employees who have documentation (in mm of induration) of a one-step TB skin test done within the previous 12 months: An additional one-step TB skin test is required on hiring.

· Employees with a history of a documented positive TB skin test: Required to provide a copy of a recent chest x-ray or a clearance note from their Physician. They are responsible to know the signs and symptoms of Tuberculosis and are required to report any symptoms of active TB to their supervisor who will inform the Infection Control Practitioner.

TB screening documentation is to be provided to the Infection Control Practitioner within 14 days of hiring. 

Failure to provide the required documentation within 14 days of hiring may result in temporary suspension of shifts until such time as the documentation of TB testing has been submitted.

GUIDELINES FOR TWO-STEP MANTOUX SKIN TEST
1ST STEP:
Do an initial tuberculin skin test (Mantoux, 5TU/PPD)



Read result 48-72 hours later



If the 1st Step is 10mm or more of induration DO NOT do a 2nd Step.



Consider this a Positive result.

2ND STEP:
If the result from 1st Step is 0-9mm of induration:



Do a 2nd Step in the other arm 7-21 days after 1st Step.



If the 2nd Step is 10mm or more, consider it a Positive.  A positive 2nd Step result in this case signifies an old TB infection and should be managed accordingly, that is, rule out active disease by chest x-ray and observe for signs and symptoms compatible with tuberculosis.

Record the exact measurement in millimetres of each skin test result on the form provided.

INTERPRETATION OF REACTION
Positive Reaction
A positive tuberculin reaction is one in which the induration measures 10mm or more.  Only induration, not erythema, is significant.  A positive reaction indicates infection with Mantoux tuberculosis complex, non-tuberculous mycobacteria, or BCG.

Note that induration of 5-9mm is considered positive under the following conditions:

.
the testing is done after a contact with an active tuberculosis case, or

.
the individual is infected with human immuno-deficiency virus (HIV), or has risk factors for HIV infection with an unknown HIV status, or

.
the person has a chest x-ray consistent with old tuberculosis

Negative Reaction
A negative tuberculin reaction is one in which the induration measures 0 to 9mm.

Some sources refer to 0-4mm as being negative and 5-9mm as "doubtful".  For the purposes of this protocol, 5-9mm is considered negative for routine screening, but positive for those who are contacts of active TB cases, for immunosuppressed persons, and those with abnormal chest x-rays.
