Preamble

These lessons can be done in the IT class when there is availability with your class over the next month.  It is the intent that this delivery model would impact less on the regular classes, knowing that 1 class will probably be taken from Feb. 16th to distribute reports and complete AEPs with students.

The first deals with digital citizenship which is embedded in the IT expectations and the grade 7 Personal Safety Health Curriculum. Please note the attached ISTE performance indicators for both teachers and students. 

Lesson 1:
Digital Citizenship

Students understand human, cultural, and societal issues related to technology and practice legal and ethical behaviour.  Students:

a) advocate and practice safe, legal and responsible use of information and technology

b) exhibit a positive attitude toward using technology that supports collaboration, learning and productivity

c) demonstrate personal responsibility for lifelong learning

d) exhibit leadership for digital citizenship
· Ask students What is Digital Citizenship? 
Answer:"Digital citizenship isn’t just about recognizing and dealing with online hazards. It’s about building safe spaces and communities, understanding how to manage personal information, and about being internet savvy - using your online presence to grow and shape your world in a safe, creative way, and inspiring others to do the same."

	Downloadable Files – getting files from a computer somewhere on the internet and transferring it to your computer

	Pop-up – a browser window that appears on top of another window, often to show advertisements

	Internet Search – entering in one or more keywords into a search engine to get a list of sites relevant to your search

	Online Game – any game you can play on the internet

	Social networking website – a web site that brings people together in a central location to talk, gossip, share ideas, share interests, and make new friends.

	Chat Room – a site on the internet that uses the idea of a “virtual room” to allow people to talk or type to each other at the same time.

	Email – Electronic mail that is sent over the internet

	Instant messaging – a way to chat with others using text messages
	

	9
	Text messages from mobile devices – short communications sent over mobile devices in a format using mostly letters and numbers

	Pictures sent through Instant Messenger – Pictures can be transferred through an instant messenger program as part of a message or as a separate file

	Files sent through Instant Messenger – files can be transferred through an instant messenger program as a separate file

	Files sent from Mobile Device – Files like videos and music can be sent from a mobile device to other mobile devices and to email addresses

	Pictures  sent from Mobile Device – Pictures like videos and music can be sent from a mobile device to other mobile devices and to email addresses
	


Threats

1. Cyber bullying – when someone uses the internet to harass, intimidate, embarrass, or demean others.

2. mobile device theft – computers and mobile devices can have a lot of personal information stored on them

3. Password theft – no matter how strong your password is, it becomes useless if you give it away.

4. Identity theft – using somebody else’s personal information to pretend to be them.

5. Inappropriate Content – Content that is not for kids and could make you feel uncomfortable or upset.

6. Revealing your personal Information – personal information is and information about you that can be used ti identify you or find our where you live.

7. Malware – software that harms your computer.  Viruses, Trojan Horses and Worms are all types of malware.

8. Cyber Predators – A person you cannot see who means to harm you.

9. Misinformation – incorrect information that appears on the internet.

10. Spam – The internet version of junkmail.

11. Phishing – Using an email message to send people to a Fake Web site that collects their personal information
