Upper and Lower Canada (Conflict and Change)

Recognizing Supporting Details That Help With the Meaning of the Text: Making Inferences/Interpreting, and Extending Understanding, and History 7h37 > Students read History on Conflicts and Change 7h37 about issues and conflicts in Upper and Lower Canada, and about the attempts to resolve them. They will create a demonstration with supporting details to enhance the information and meaning.

Teacher Prompts:

· How does the information in the graphic influence your interpretation of the text?

· What do you think the author wants you to realize about the character’s decision in this scene?

· How is this information communicated?

· Connect some of the ideas to their own knowledge, experience, and insights, to other familiar texts, and to the world around them. (e.g., compare you own experiences to those settlers for example moving to a new school or a new home)

Task:
Students read about issues and conflicts in Upper and Lower Canada, and about the attempts to resolve them. They will create a demonstration with supporting details to enhance the information and meaning. Use the above questions to guide your thoughts and ideas. For example: Graphic Organizer, Slide Show, and Game, Trivia etc. (This may be completed with two or three people.)

The rebellions in Upper and Lower Canada in 1837 and 1838 remain controversial to this day. Did they contribute to the winning of responsible government, or did they slow down this process? Were the rebels heroes or demagogues? 
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 The Durham Report The rebellions precipitated a royal commission, which was convened to investigate the factional strife in the Canadas. Headed by Lord Durham, this commission resulted in the Report on the affairs of British North America (often called the Durham Report).
