Grade 8 Trip to Ottawa!  This year, our grade 8 students will be headed to Ottawa from June 19-21 for our end-of-the-year trip.  We will be staying at the University of Ottawa and there will be many exciting activities like touring Parliament, visiting the War Museum and the National Gallery, as well as zip-lining and team building across the boarder in Quebec.  We may even get a chance to say hi to Stevie.  

Forms are now available from Mr. Martindale or from the school web-site.  Also on the web-site is an itinerary.  A $50 deposit cheque made out to Dalewood Middle School is due by November 24th.  Out-of-province medical insurance coverage is necessary so if you have this coverage for your child already, please send proof with the deposit.  If you do not have coverage, it can be purchased through our tour company for $31 (which includes cancellation insurance) or you can purchase it through another company like CAA.  If you want the tour company’s insurance coverage, please send a separate cheque made out to Perspectives for $31 and it must accompany the deposit.  

The final cost of the trip will be approximately $400 depending on the number of students attending.  We will set the instalment payment amounts and due dates when we receive all the deposits.  Certainly right now, money can be tight;  if it is for you at this time, please contact us as a partial subsidy can be arranged as we would like take on the trip every student who wants to go.
We will need some parent volunteers for this trip.  If you would like to help supervise, please send a note with the trip form and deposit money.  If we have more volunteers than we need, we will select through a lottery system.  

It should be an exciting trip and a great way for our grade 8s to finish their elementary school years.
