Entry/Exit Procedures

We want our school safe for all. Therefore, all Grade 1 to 8 students will enter and exit the
school on the playground. This is where teacher supervision takes place. Full Day Kindergar-
ten students will enter the school adjacent to Kingslea Drive. All playgrounds will be super-
vised from 8:45 a.m. - 2:00 a.m. and 3:20 p.m. - 3:35 p.m.

Entry/exit into/from the school is on our playgrounds. We have one bus that drops off students
on Kingslea Dr. To support student safety, please refrain from parking in front of the school on
Kingslea Dr. Furthermore, parking lots are for staff parking and are not supervised areas;
therefore students and community cars should refrain from using these spaces.




Learning For All Students

To help our students become independent and responsible, parents will be encouraged to
drop off and pick up their child on the playground. Also if parents would like to meet with
Teachers before or after school, please book an appointment through the student agenda.

Nutrition Breaks

We have two nutrition breaks, one in the morning, 10:40 a.m. - 11:20 a.m. and one in the
afternoon, 1:00 p.m. - 1:40 p.m. The second nutrition break is our lunch period when students
can leave the property to go home or to the local store for lunch. Students can only leave
with written permission from a parent/guardian. To promote a safe and clean school for all,
no food or drinks will be allowed to come into the school after the nutrition breaks.

Cellphones and Electronic Devices
Technology and cellphones have enriched our lives and the classroom. Cellphones will be
used at the discretion of the Teacher based on the learning that is taking place in the class-

room. Finally, we are not responsible for lost or stolen electronic devices so please keep
these items at home.
