School Re-Organization:  

As a result of unanticipated changes to stu-

dent enrolment and in order to comply 

with provincial class size requirements, we 

have had to make some adjustments to our 

school classroom organizations. This is a 

process that occurs throughout the Hamil-

ton-Wentworth District School Board at 

this time of year, and it is a result of a sys-

tem review of our class sizes in accordance 

with Ministry legislation. This is a common 

occurrence that is taking place in many ele-

mentary schools throughout HWDSB. Spe-

cifically, at our school we will be adjusting 

our grade 1, 2, and 7 classes. All students 

and families affected by the changes have 

been previously notified. Mr. MacNeil will 

now be teaching grade 7 and intermediate 

science. First day of re-organization is 

Thursday October 4th, 2018.   

 Parking Lot:  

At the last meeting, School Council brought 

up some traffic concerns about our front 

parking lot and drop off area. Many cars are 

parking in the fire lane or not obeying the 

one way signs. We agreed to try a pilot 

project where we will block off the en-

trance to the parking lot with pilons 15 

minutes before school starts and 15 

minutes before dismissal time.  We hope 

this will reduce traffic and increase the safe-

ty for our students.  Parents will need to  

find parking on the street or drop off your 

children on Forrest Avenue.  Students and 

parents must stay on the sidewalk at all 

times and are not to walk through the 

parking lot. We will try this pilot project 

the week of October 1st  to 5th , 2018.
