Parking Lot:

e Please monitor and walk WITH your child(ren) as you walk around

If you must stop,
please use the parking spaces available.

e Please do not leave your vehicle unattended unless you are parked
in a defined spot.

e Please be PATIENT. The parking lot usually clears in about 10
minutes. If you must drive, please be ready to wait.

e Please do NOT park in the accessible parking spaces, as we do have

Dressing for Cold and Wet Weather

e Please be sure your child(ren) is/are dressed appropriately for the weather. Students will
be waiting outside before and after school, and they will be going out for recess each day
— weather permitting.

e On rainy, or extremely cold weather days, students will be brought into the gym, in the
morning. Please say good-bye to your child(ren) at the door as we do not have enough
room in the gym to accommodate parents and children. Thank you.

e Also, please do not stand/linger by the entry door in the lobby. Crowding in this area is a
safety concern. Thank you.
