Using this
method does not require setting up an account.

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What's unique for families of elementary school students?
Notice — Elementary school families will be notified by the automated notification system when
their child is absent without an explanation.

Explain — The system will attempt to contact families multiple times until parents confirm and
explain the absence. If a designated contact can’t be reached, school staff will follow up.

Report — As always, parents are expected to report absences as soon as possible — and then you
will not receive notification about unexplained absences.
