If we do
not receive a notification and your child is
absent, our automated attendance
notification program will call your home
and send you an email to inform you of
your child’s absence.

Time spent outdoors is an integral part of the school day. There are
great benefits when children experience fresh air, exercise and
time spent time outside. Outdoor play is also a break from the

structure of the classroom.

Preparing for the outdoors

It's important that children come to schocl prepared for the cold.
This means boots, mittens/gloves, hats and even exira mittens and

socks in case they are needed.

When is it too cold for outdoor play?

Principals decide whether to send students outside for
recess. HWDSB asks Principals to follow the City of
Hamilton guideline that we stay inside when it's at or
below -15C, or -20C with wind chill.
