Volunteers 

If you are willing and interested in volunteering in any capacity, we look forward to having you! 

To be a volunteer, each individual must obtain a Vulnerable Sector Screening. Each year the 

HWDSB clarifies processes related to Vulnerable Sector Screening with Hamilton Police 

Services. Based on this review, the following updates are important to note regarding these 

checks: 

• Section 4.0 of the Volunteer Procedure has been updated. It now states – The applicant is 

required to present a Vulnerable Sector Screening specific to HWDSB before they will 

be able to begin their volunteer activities 

• An Offence Declaration is required for the subsequent years until a new Vulnerable 

Sector is required (after 3 years) (see Appendix C). Only the Principal or designate shall 

have access to this confidential information. The Vulnerable Sector Screening form is the 

property of the Volunteer. Vulnerable sector screening forms must be specific to 

HWDSB. Forms that an individual may have received through volunteering with another 

organization (e.g. local sports team) cannot be accepted. This is due to different levels of 

screening that is performed for different types of volunteer opportunities. 

If you would like to volunteer on a school trip, you will need to have the above screening in 

place – we encourage you to do this well in advance of trips as it often takes several weeks.
