Using 2 dice try to complete as many rolls as you can, and the associated activity, in 20 
minutes.

Encourage a sibling, peer, or caregiver to join you –sometimes exercising with a 
partner is easier (and more fun). Take breaks when you need them, and don’t forget to 
drink lots of water! If you roll...
2. Do 30 jumping Jacks
3. Do a 25 second wall sit
4. Do a 20 sit ups
5. Touch your toes 10 times
6. Do forward arm circles for 30 seconds
7. Do backward arm circles for 30 seconds
8. Do 10 squats
9. Do 5 push ups (knee push-ups and wall push-ups count!)
10. Do high knees for 30 seconds
11. Stretch for 30 seconds.
