	1. Call to Order:

3. Approval of September Minutes:
Chair Tamara Perks, Co-Chair Jennifer Morgan and School Council Members, Alicia Couture, John Huculiak, and Dianna Gillespie approved minutes as circulated with the attended council members on October/17 2016.
4. Topic One: 
Co-Chair Jennifer Morgan tabled for information for the following:
· Policy For Ti-Cats Parking on Prince of Wales Property for Review: 

Discussion was presented with the concerns of our new playground and the surrounding property that has resulted in: damage(new turf, oil stains), and litter( garbage, beer cans, cigarette butts, car parts) related to the use of Ti-Cats VIP Holders, HPS Vehicle, Limousine. It was also presented with a Ti- Cat ticket holder vehicle being left and unattended on our South Playground over two nights, and was present at arrival of our schoolchildren attending school that Monday morning on Prince of Wales Property. Mr. Pat Pettruccelli, school principal had arranged for this vehicle to be immediately removed off our property. 
The Co-Chair Jennifer Morgan was informed that the Ti-Cats were unaware of any of these issues and concerns regarding parking at Prince of Wales.
Jennifer Morgan also stated, “The Ti-Cats feel that they were out of the loop, and being blamed for this situation, so they refused to attend our meeting today”.

Discussions also raised with the Maintenance of Prince of Wales Property during and after each game to who is responsible.
The Co-Chair Jennifer Morgan directed the above conversation said, with circulated inputs from Susan Dunlop, Simon Granat, Larry Patterson, and Mr. Pat Petruccelli. 
5. Topic Two: 
Prince Of Wales Special Needs Program:
A parent council member Sylvia Ziegler with questions into regards of after school programs and camps within the community led it.

A discussion of concern was raised by Alicia Couture in regards to Camp Power that her Children were dismissed from Camp Power three days before it was ending, they were told that unfortunately we do not have additional resources or specific resources for children that require one-on-one support.

Simon Granat, Larry Patterson, and Pat Petrucceilli were unaware of Camp Power not having additional resources for accommodating special needs children.

Shortage of EA’s at Prince of Wales Follow-Up:
It was discussed at the meeting of good news about the shortage of EA’s at Prince Of Wales. One new EA was hired, and Mr. Pat Petrucelli also informed us that the ASD Team from the board of education will return to do a new evaluation of the special needs children at Prince Of Wales to see if more EA’s can be hired.

Communication Between Teachers and Parents:
A Discussion was raised that there is a lack of communication between our teachers and parents in regards to this barrier of trust between parents and teachers and vice versa. Parents feel that their concerns are not being voiced within their parental rights. 
Mr. Pat Petrucceilli had mentioned in regards to the communication barrier, which he introduced Prince of Wales as being a “Safe Place” he elaborated on the facts of Rumours, Gossip, and how all Verbal Attacks can be damaging for our school, and our student body. In which will included all staff, parents, visitors’ students, volunteers. Ect.
Fundraising: deferred to next meeting.

Online/Social Media/Community Media out Reach: deferred to next meeting.
A consensus was reached with attending members of council to rewrite the constitution.

Tim Hortons Leadership Update:
The Leadership Program at Prince of Wales will subsidize for transportation of our students to attend trips.
