A few updates to share:

Emergency Evacuation Practises — All schools are required to hold 3 Fire, 2 Lockdown, 1 Bomb, | Hold
and Secure (when there is an issue in the neighbourhood such as a gas leak) and 1 Shelter in Place
(weather related such as a severe storm) practises each school year. Staff will be preparing their classes
for each of these important safe school drills. Please talk to your child about the importance of knowing
when a safety signal is communicated and how to respond. Knowing when and how to respond in
emergency situations is an important life skill to develop.

Pizza Lunch — We are pleased to offer pizza on Thursdays this year. All orders are received through
School Cash On Line. Please be sure your account is set up as this account will be attached to your child
for all purchase through to Grade 12. See Mrs. Crispo in the Office if you need assistance setting up your
school cash on line account.
