Winter Playground —Please review information about snow maintenance on playgrounds in
HWDSB. https://www.hwdsb.on.ca/wp-content/uploads/2022/10/Snow-clearing-Infographic-
revised-Oct-2022.pdf It is important that students arrive to school each day ready for outdoor
play. Boots, snow pants, a heavy jacket, gloves, and a hat are essentials to enjoyable outdoor
play. Pylons indicate areas that are out of bounds for students during the school day due to
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unsafe conditions e.g. icy patches. If your child is not wearing boots, they are asked to remain
on the blacktop and not on the snowy field area. The board threshold for remaining indoors at
nutrition breaks is minus 20 degrees. Principal discretion applies. Students at Rosedale remain
indoors at nutrition breaks when the temperature reaches minus 15. This does not apply to
morning arrival. Students are asked to arrive on site a few minutes before our warning bell
which sounds at 8:18 am. Supervision is available on the yard beginning at 8:05 a.m. No
students should be arriving before 8:05 a.m., as there is no supervision on the yard. When it is
raining, students will be lead indoors.
