Grade 9:  

 participate in Take Our Kids to Work Day

 take advantage of volunteer opportunities to build connections, explore pathways and develop resume

 join clubs and/or teams to develop community connections and employability skills

Grade 10:  

 use GLC2O (Career Studies) as a future planning  tool

 take advantage of  volunteer opportunities to build connections, explore pathways and develop resume

 join clubs and/or teams to develop community connections and employability skills

Grade 11/12:

 visit workplaces

 Take coop to build skills, explore interests and make connections.  Many employers will hire a student that makes a favorable impression during a coop placement.

 Investigate OYAP and apprenticeship opportunities 

 Take technology courses and/or interest courses in your chosen field.

 Senior Math and English skills are necessary for success in the workplace.  These workplace courses are available at Sherwood.
