Students can speak with any caring adult on staff or the board staff contact below to 
indicate they would like a name change on their Microsoft account.
The staff member will respect the privacy of the student.
The staff member will inform the school Principal or Vice-Principal of the request.
The school Principal/Vice-Principal will ensure that the name requested matches the 
preferred name in HWDSB’s student information system.
This may change the login used for Microsoft accounts, if a student’s first initial changes.
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
