Graduating students receive an HWDSB Certificate of Recognition or Distinction in the
Arts, in addition to their Ontario Secondary School Diploma (OSSD) and additional
qualifications such as industry traing, professional résumé, head shot and portfolio. If
students complete three (3) or four (4) years of the program, they will receive a
Certificate of Distinction in the Arts upon graduation. If students complete one (1) or
two (2) years of the programhey will receive a Certificate of Recognition in the Arts
upon graduation.

Students may also complete this program in collaboration with HWDSB Tier 3 Strings
and the Specialist High Skills Major (SHSM) Arts and Culture programs, also based at
Glendale.
